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This is day three of Jesus’ ministry. John again proclaims the 

“Lamb of God” title to two of his disciples, one is Andrew (Simon 

Peter’s brother) and the other is believed to be John, the writer 

of this gospel. John the Baptist shows great humility and 

purpose when he continues to point his own disciples to Jesus. 

John is fulfilling his purpose. 
 

And then a remarkable thing happens. Jesus turns to face and 

initiates a conversation with the two disciples.  This shows us 

God’s heart. He does not leave us to search and search on our 

own, but He is there helping us all along the way, even in the 

seeking itself.  God is like the prodigal’s father. He is One who 

is always standing vigilant, waiting for us, wanting us to turn 

to Him. 
 

Jesus doesn’t bother with any introductions, for He knows the 

disciples and that they know of Him. So, Jesus gets to the point 

immediately, and asks them what they are looking for. This is 

an interesting question; one that we need to ask ourselves.
